General elective – A subject that may be chosen from any subject on offer across the University provided requisites, enrolment 

restrictions and any other faculty requirements have been met. *Please note that the Professional Portfolio or Professional Development subject is a 20-week, 45-credit point subject and 

is taken in the last semester of the program once all other coursework subjects have been completed. The Career Development Centre will provide assistance in choosing the relevant 

professional subject prior to your last semester.
